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Long term Health Conditions: 
A Guide for Inclusion
Long term Health conditions are many and varied and may impact on attendance, difficulty to concentrate or process information due to pain or medication and may also impact on physical access including ability to write or being able to sit in standard chairs. 
Students may need to have specific seats or equipment. Students may also need to move around to relieve pressure and may need to leave the room to manage medication etc.
Reasonable adjustments
· Talk to the student confidentially about how they manage their health condition
· Make the individual aware of accessible lifts, quickest/shortest routes
· Ensure a Personal Emergency Evacuation Plan (PEEP) is completed and/or that you have a copy should an alarm sound.

· Be flexible (where permissible within regulations) about completing work and meeting deadlines – and understand attendance may be affected at times

· Expect that the student may need to move around and/or leave the room

· If necessary, Faculty to provide appropriate chairs and/or equipment 

· Where health affects attendance, ensure Panopto recordings (where available) and/or copies of materials on Canvas.

· Understand that medication may affect concentration and energy levels at different times

· If concentration wavers, provide notes and summaries

· Use talk and group work to revisit information covered
· With appropriate medical evidence special examination/assessment arrangements could include:

· 25% extra time 
· Rest breaks 
· A separate room 
· Using a computer 
· Using a scribe
